The Board of Regents for the Okla- 
homa Agricultural & Mechanical Col- 
leges serves as the governing board of 
all five OSU campuses, as well as 
Langston University, Oklahoma Pan- 
handle State University, Connors State 
College, and Northeastern Oklahoma 
A&M College.
