OSU-Oklahoma City partners with
students with disabilities to provide
equal access to edu-cational opportu-
nities through individualized accom-
modations. A variety of academic sup-
port accommodations and resources
are available to students in compliance
with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation
Act of 1973, the Americans with Disa-
bilities Act (ADA) of 1990, and the
ADA Amendments Act of 2008.

The Disability Services and Diversi-
ty Office assists students who experi-
ence a wide range of challenges or
disabilities, including but not limited
to:

e Chronic Medical
e Cognitive/Learning
e Mental Health

e Neurological/Neuromuscular/
Mobility

e Sensory

Students will be asked to provide
documentation of their disability as
part of the accommodation process.
Once accommodations are approved,
the Disability Services and Diversity

Office will work with the student to
develop a Notification of Student Dis-
ability Accommodations Letter
(Accommodation Letter) which will
be given to course faculty. The Disa-
bility Services and Diversity Office
will then coordinate with the student,
faculty, or other campus departments
as needed to fulfill the accommoda-
tions. Students need to request and
obtain new Accommodation Letters
from the Dis-ability Services and Di-
versity Office for each indi-vidual
semester and class in which they re-
quest accommodations.

A student who believes they have
been dis-criminated against based on
their disability are encouraged to con-
tact the Disability Services and Diver-
sity Office.
